RISAA had 3 

attorneys review the 

issue relative to the FFA 

before proceeding and 

the unanimous legal 

opinion was that the 

FFA does not apply.  

Steve reminded every-

one that on the following 

Friday, April 20th, Pro-

fessor Bruce Franklin of 

Rutgers University was 

scheduled to give a lec-

ture at the Save The 

Bay Center on the sub-

ject of Menhaden and 

asked us to attend. Pro-

fessor Franklin is the 

author of "The Most Im-

portant Fish in the Sea: 

Menhaden and America"  

Steve also brought a 

petition for members to 

sign in support of the 

Menhaden bill. For 

those who havenõt yet 

signed it the petition 

can be found at many 

tackle shops in the state 

and at RISAA meetings.  

Lastly Steve described 

some of the events lead-

ing to the formation of 

the fishing pier at the 

site of the old James-

town Bridge. Steve as-

sured us the decision to 

build it has been made 

and is final. It will be a 

State Park and will be 

actively managed and 

monitored by the appro-

priate State employees. 

That along with a very 

attractive design of the 

grounds and buildings 

should make the local 

residents quite pleased 

with it especially where 

they might have op-

posed it.

The box keeps your reels dry and 

your rods secure, is very quiet and 

also comes with a lock to keep you 

gear safe. The box holds up to 4 

rods and is a great way to get 

from one place to another without 

breaking down your rod or hang-

ing it out the window.  

I ordered the box online and got it 

for about $100. Some local stores 

may have it in stock as well.
