This is a great bluefish recipe that is easy to get on the table. 

Prep 

Preheat oven to 350° 

Ingredients 

2 Quarts Water 

1 1/2 Cup Kosher Salt 

1 1/2 Tablespoon Pickling Spice 

1 1/2 Tablespoon Liquid Smoke 

1 Pound Bluefish Filets 

Instruction 

1. Mix all ingredients together in bowl. 

2. Add fish to bowl, make sure to coat all sides. 

3. Marinate fish in refrigerator for 24 hours 

4. Place fish on ungreased cookie sheet and bake for 30 minutes.
